· Applicants to the EMAAN High School Scholarship must complete the EMAAN HS Scholarship Application Form in addition to the General Application Form AND submit two sealed and stamped recommendation letters. 

· All applications must be submitted online while any additional documentation must be submitted in an envelope to the MAC Center before the deadline.

EMAAN 2013 - Awards Description
Science Award ($200)

Two awards will be awarded to one junior student and one senior student at the high school level.  The winners will have demonstrated a talent in the field of science, and have conducted or the potential to conduct innovative research with clear practical applications.  Judging criteria will be based on innovation and creativity; and value and benefit to society. 

Literature & Journalism Award ($200) 

Two awards will be awarded to one junior student and one senior student at the high school level.  The winners must possess a clear talent in the field of creative writing and English literature.  Judging criteria will be based on innovation and creativity; and value and benefit to society. 

Arts Award ($200)

Two awards will be awarded to one junior student and one senior student at the high school level.  The winners will have demonstrated an exceptional talent in the fields of drawing, painting, music, poetry, etc.  Judging criteria will be based on innovation and creativity; and value and benefit to society. 

Sports Award ($200)

Two awards will be awarded to one junior student and one senior student at the high school level.  The winners will have demonstrated an excellent athletic ability in a sport of their choice.  Judging criteria will be based on the participation level, achievement and recognition and leadership and contribution.

Leadership Award ($200)

Two awards will be awarded to one junior student and one senior student at the high school level.  The award recognizes students who have made an outstanding and exceptional contribution to the community through volunteering their time and talent to improve the lives of others.  Applicants should be recommended by community leaders, teachers, family members or friends for being role models for Muslim youth in the London community.  Judging criteria will be based on outstanding academic performance, level of impact on others, leadership and initiative and value and benefit to society.  

Honours Award 

Graduate students who will have completed the Ontario High School diploma in June 2013 with an overall average of 85% or above, will be recognized for their excellent academic performance as they are preparing for their post-secondary education. 

Graduate Award 

Graduating students who will have completed the Ontario High School diploma in June 2013 will be recognized for their excellent academic performance as they are preparing for their post-secondary education.   

Future Entrepreneurship ($200)

One award will be awarded to an individual or a group of youth who have demonstrated a passion to entrepreneurship through initiating a new business idea or developing an existing one.  The business idea must be active and have a long term potential to succeed in the market place.  The recipient of the award will have proven leadership skills, decision making abilities and a commitment to benefit the community. 

Quranic Memorization ($200)

Muslim youth will be recognized for the memorization and tajweed of Suraht Al Kahf. Recitations will be held on Saturday June 15th , 2013.
Best High School MSA ($500)

One award will be presented to the high school MSA that can demonstrate its high achievement over the past year. MSA representatives will be asked to send in a list of their executive members as well as an approximate number of the Muslim student body at their high school, in addition to the separate MSA application form.  The application will be judged based on the provided answers to determine which London high school has the best MSA.
EMAAN High School Scholarship ($1000)

One scholarship will be award to one Muslim student who is currently enrolled in an Ontario high school.  Applicants must be graduating in June 2013 with an overall average of 90% or above, in addition to having a proven record of community service and leadership abilities.  Applicants must complete the Applicant’s Statement Form AND submit two recommendation letters in addition to completing the Awards Application Form.  Judging criteria will be based on academic performance, community service, future potential, and recommendation letters and submitted essays.
